The geographic distribution of €. maculaba is regtricted to the eagt,
from southern New Hampshire to Ontardo and Mizhigan soubiward to South Caro-
lina, Georgla, and Algbams. The Pope County specimen represents a 120 mile
weslward extensiorn from the range of the species in Kentucky. Arother 99 mile
westbward dlsunection is represented hy a specimen recordsd in Carroll County,
Termessee. The Pope County record 1z approximately 110 miles north of the
Carrecll County record.

Ividence appears to indicate recent establishment of the Pope County
gpecimen. The stem of a mature individusl of C. maeulats 1s usuelly 10 to 25
cm. talls i fpril our speeimen was on 7.5 om. tall and by July was 11 cm.
tall. The individual did not Flower wnizh is an additicral indicstion of its
Immzturity.  Only one individusl wes found in fpril; hawsver, in July a new
in?ividual was fourd which nad spparently developed Trom the root system of
the older plant. The Pope county individusls are in a hshiltat which 1s with-
in the ecological amplitude of the species, therefore , reproduction and es—
tabiishment of individuals would be cxpecled ir the avea.

The Individual of C. maswlate was found in a2 woods dordnased oy white
og« (Guercus aiba), black cak (G. veiusing), scarlet oak (R. ecoceinea) and
klckery {Carya spp.). Commcr understory species included Talse dandelion
(Erigia piflora), ditbtany (Cunila origenoides), solomor's seal (Pelygonatim
biflorum), false Yoxglove (Serardia fiava), and wild licerice (Gallum oire
caszans J.  Within its range, sootted wWintergroen 13 found in upland cordfer

ard hardwood foreats.
