Countinuing along the odge of the
gwatny, the rosd winds from low ground
whore glalely besch trees ¢ Fagus grandi-
Fati}, tolip lrees (fdviedendron tulipi-
fera), and maple FAcer spp.) prevail.
Large sassatras  (Sessafray  wlbddum)
and cucnmber trees (MWagnolic acum-
inabe,; mingle with 1them.

From the roadside in gandy areas of
low ground inay be scen tongues and
patehes of clelt phlox (fPRIux Fifide),
carpets of mizt Hower (Fhucelic pure
shil), and spatterings of purple delphin-
ium (Nelphiniup tricorne). DButlercups
{ Ranunculus spp.t, trilliums (Frillivm
spp.), and bloodroot (Sunguinerie cone-
dengls) ure numerous. Layers of rod-
bud (Cerciy conadensis) and dogwood
fCornus florida) may be scen at the
roadside under the canopy of taller
LToes.

On higher clovations are fooand eong-
munitiez of white oak (Quercus alba),
back oak (@, veluline), and red onk
Q. rubra}t to the ereats where dryness
indiuced hy greater exposure predents
the post oak (Quercus  stellods) and
Black-jack cak (@, marilopdice) com-
munities. These trec sefrefatos ocolr
and re-occur where suitable habitats are
found and there are many intorming-
lings to fovm still other assemblages.

The greatest oceurrcnee of vellow
pine in gouthern Hlineis is in Pine Hills,
Union Coonty. The pines are found
from mid-glope to oear the ridge-tops,
Leeoming progresglvely more abhundant
near the top. The soil Iz a thin layer
of rocks, veddigh chert, wnderlain by
massive limestone,  Yellow pine and
Buckley’s hickory usually are the lead-
ing dominantz. Other canopy species

include pignut bhickory, white oalk, hlack
oak, red oalk, black-juck oak, and zhag-
bark hickory.

An abundant shrub layver is dominated
by high-buslh  blueberry (Vacoindisan
vacilinns) and sparlidfeberry (V. avrbor-
ewin). Olher commeon shrubs are shin-
ing sumac [fhwvs copelling}, fragrant
sumac (K. oromalica), New Jersey ton
(Ceanothus americonys), and wild rose
f HWosa seligera), Loeally on these cherty
west-Tacing slopes may bo found seal-
tered  Tmshes o the pinxter fHower
{RRododendron spp).

The herbaccons layar

A few woody snerics are able to zend
rold inla cracks and creviess of the
limestone bluffs, These plants, because
of the extreme environmental conditions
to which they sre subjected, are uznally
gnerled und stunfed. Tneluded in this
grout  zre  dwarf  hackberry (Ceftiy
pumilaj, red cedur (Suniperus virgin-
o). and bloe azh (Fraxinus  cuad-
rivngrdata ). Sevora] vines cling to ox-
poscd BIngE faces. Some of these are
Virginia creoper (Marthenocissus guin-
guelobie), bur encuomber ¢ &icyos angulo-
tus, and snailsecd (Cocenfus corolindg).

A few herboceons species oecurring
under such rigorovs environmental con-
ditiomg ag fmpoged on a hlail Tace are
cleft phlox, wild onion (Adum  sicl
fefam},  walking fern  (Campfosarey
rhizophylfus), black spleenwort ¢ ds-

Less common
aspecies of thiz habitat include shrubby
blunt rfioustonia wigricons) and fson-
fhus brochiotus.

Along the road near the summit of
the Pine Hills occurs Hill Prairic on
Government Roek., This hill prairie
poolrs o exposed upper slopes of sonkh-
weasl and west-facing buffs. The factors
mest  infueniial  in detorminiug the
vegetation of these szlopes are the loca-
Ltion and copozrapby, Lost Lill prairvies
are divectly exposzed o hot aliervoon
aun and prevailing scuthwesl summer
winds., It is wunder tlegse extrome dry
conditions that the praivio thrives when
surrounded by forcst vegetation., Sinee
hill prairics often ocenr on gteep #lopes,
many #@ie net easily  accessible and,
therefore, 1ittle disturbed.

Species composition of the hill prairie
seoms to he chiefly churacleristic of the
western plaing and the Ozark platean,
although a numbor of plants Lave a
aouthern origin, Bince the territory is
unglaciated, it iz zupposed Lhat Llese
prairics have a pre-glacial origin. The
Will prairies show an array of herbs in
their scasonal  aspects. Outztanding
arong these are pucconn (Lithosperus-
wiare ranescens) and verhena (Verbeng
canadensis) of the spring aspeet. The
cone  Hower (Fohinoced  polfide)  and
nueple ¢ Petalosiemunt prrpirens] and
white prairice clover 8, eesdidus) aro
the ountstanding herbs of the summer
aspect, The autumnal son iz roflected
i 4 Dbuesl of hrilliant eolor. Boneset
(W wlende  enpaforicider;, poldenrods
¢Sefidagn gppod, and asters hold forih
antil frost.

Among the dominant grassces it is
little bluesiem (Andropogon scoparids)
which in it greater abundance {nDearly
0 por cent of the composition) gives
the hill praivie a western lool,  Next
in rank is side-cats gramn [(Boutieiona
cirtipenduin). It fowors during early
spmmicr and becomes more CONSReuOns
with its oat-like spikelets displayed on
ane 2ide ol its lowering vrachig at one-
avnd-one-hall to two feet high. Only a
goatlering of the taller grasses occurs
on Lhig apland site. Two species, hig
hlvestem (CAndropogon  geruvedii}  and
Indian prass (Herghosirem nlans), are
predominant.

Ashby and Kelting (1963) have
presented a detailed account of the
vegelation of the Pine Hills Field
dtation.
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The State of Illmols is presently
known to lhave over 2700 specles
of vaseular plants, The southern
twelve county area is known to have
nearly 1600 speeies {Mohlenbrock
and Voigt, 1959). Jackson County
has the greatest list of vascular
plants with nearly 1400 species. One
ol the richest concentrations of spe-
