A white-lowered form of Mowstonia
prsille Schoept was discovered in Split
Rock Hollow, Johnson County, Illinois
by the authors, The white-flowered form
iz locally abundant on open sandstone
ledges in pure colonied and with the
typical blue-flowered form., The two
forms are quite distinct, the typieal
form being deep blue with a dark eye
and the other pure white with a yellow
oye. Since white-lowered forme bhave

bheen recognized in Lhis genus, it is keep-
ing with consistency to record the fol-
lowing previously undescribed form:
