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The fleshy fungi of southern 1li-
nois have not been studied as much
as the Mowering plants. McDougall’s
report {1917) of eleven species [rom
Jackson and/or Unlon Counties 1z
the only relerence we have found
concerning the mushrooms of this
area, Collections made in the fall ot
1962 in Jackson and Tnion Counties
are reported here as a preliminary
list. {Table 1).

the park consists of decp, narrow or
wide channels cut into massive sand-
stone rock of Pennsvlvanian aee
overlain by Dleistocenc loess. The
vegetation of this collecting area s
quile rieh. Mohlenhrock (1854) di-
vides Grant City State Park into
nine plant communitiocs. The gen-
eral area in which we collected would
be deseribed best as within the mesie
floodplain plant community of the
lowlands and talus slopes bordering
the lowland. The dominant trecs are
sugar maple (Adcer saccharum
Marsh.) and Ameriean elm (Tlmus
miericane 1.0, Sour gum (Nyssa
sylvatico Marsh.) and sugar maple
are the dominants on the talus
slopes, The shrub layer is eomposed
mostly of spice bush {Lindera ben-
zoin (L.} Blume), American blad-
derunt {Staphylea trifolia L), and
running strawberry bush (Fuony-
wis obovatis Nutt.).

The Pine ITills avea is in the north-
west section of Union County. This
lowland area borders the road next
to the blafls at the northern limits
of laRne Swamp. The periphery
of the swamp is an excellent souree
for mushrooms.

The Midland Hills collecting arvea
ix approximately six miles south of
Carbondale near Highway 51 in
Jackson County. The topography
and vegetalion are similar to ihat
of eertain arcas of Giant City State
Park.
