The sovhean is a native of soulheasiern Asia snd has besn grown in
China, India, and Japan for more than 5000 Fears, I iz the mosl important
jegume of those countries. Although the soybean was first introduced in
this coantry in 1804 it is oniy within the lust three decades that it has found
an important place n Alnerican agriculture.

Summarizing, types of #ovbean feods are as follows:

Soybegn Posture—Soybeans as a pastnre crop are nol comparable to
other legumes, rape, poas and oats or lbe grasses. The mosl satisfactory
use ag & pasture crop is for niilization when the crop is nearly malure and
the beans are starting to harden.

Soybean Silage—Roryheans can be made into gilage suceessiully it allowed
to dry in the field until the moisture confent is reduced 1o 60 pev cent. A
more succeseful method is to mix alternate loads of soybeans and corn.
Legumas. at best, however, do not malke as satisfactory silage ws corn.

Qoghean Huy. -Seyhean hay is about equal o alfaltu in feeding valne
and iz ready to harvest the same season it i3 planted. A good grade of hay
car he made from it af almes, any time in g growth, hut as the best hay
comes from o sinall stemmed lealy plant, soybesns can best bo cot not laler
than when the pods are small.

Soybean Mtraw—Soyhean straw in analysis seems Lo be onty slightly
lswer in feeding value Lban timothy liay, containing five pounds less diges-
tible nutrienis per hundred pounds of feed. The natritive ratio of the two
feeds is about the sawe. Timothy hay is finer, of enurse, and usually will
e saten up cleaner.

Whole Neybeans---Soybean grain conlains about 38 per cent proisin, b
por cent agk aud 17 per cent oil. The beans are not palatable to pigs and
their protein and ash do not supplement the common farm grafos well. It
the heans wre fod in sefficient amounis to balance a vation of corn for
falisning hogs (about 20 por cent), the ofl of fhe beuns canses a soft porvk.

Ground Soybenny. -Ciound soybaars have been found slighily supevior Lo
coltonssed meal for milk preduction. Tn one instance where soybeans formed
one-half the coneenfrate wisture for dairy cows, a solt unsatisfactory bubter
was produced. A smaller proporiion should pr oduce satisfectovy results.

Hoybean Gif Meed ond Buybean il Ceke—Snyboan meal iz sreanly
czteemsd by western dairymen and is an exesllons protein-rich feed {oy swine.
Suybean oil wenl cake is Melly egual Lo high grade lingeed mcal az a protein-
rich concentrate.

Conelingions—&oybent: Furnish home grown pretein (eed which is an
urgent need on overy livestock T, They wield woll, therefore they are
an economical feed. )

O the zeveral forms in which a parl or the whole plani may be offered
rae nost popular and generally used are ihe lay and the oil meal, The
clazses of Vvestoek that make the Dest reiuras on ceriain types of aovbean
feads ares Dairy eattie, beef cattle, and fattening hogz on oil med] amd
eattla and horses on hay. The cne main caution to nbserve is to luke proper
slopg to avoid production of soft pork.
