The 25228 urrowheads that can be classified range from 5§ io 233 inches
in length; 102G {40.2 per cent) are trlaugalse and 1503 (526 per cont) are
notched,  OF the 1020 friaungular pointy, 672 (658 per cenut) have siightly
ceonvex sides, 252 (24,7 per cent) have straight sides, aod 56 (9.5 per cent)
have dlightly concave sides: 538 (930 per cent) have siraight snd 6% (6 per
centy hwve concave bases.

Of the 15308 notched points, 1284 (854 per cent) are side noliched and
219 (145 por cont) arve corner notehed; 1217 {(94.7 per cent) have straight
and 67 {97 por zent) have concave hazes  In the sidenotched points 1he
heuil 18 rather wide. The group of cocrner-notched poinis includes all that
Jo net have wide heads., Some of these shoald doubtless he claszed as side-
natehied bt ginee the heads are not rectangular, they are nol inclided in the
prodominating grougp.

OF the total number of arrowheads, 211 (8.3 per cenl) have a noleh al
the center of 1he bage; 208 are side-notched. They are worthy of special nows
grloaecount of the matevisgls and worlimanship,  Fifty-one are rranslueent,
a few being made of Luighly colored almmost transpavent agate, and the chip-
ping iz of the finest, the arrowheads being thin, well made and regular, most
ot them completely chipped on both gides. Only a fow are made from fakes,

Most of the hase-notehed pointg (177) have one paiv of gide notches and
arc known locally as thresnotehsd peints. A few have more than one pair
of nntehes,  In the multiple-notehed points e primary paiv of noiches is
conziderably deeper than the more shallow secondary pair or pairs. There
are scventeen five-notched points with one pair of primary and one pair
s gecondary motches; five seven-notehed peointg with one pair of primary
aud iwo pails of sceondavy notehes; two ninenotehed poinls wilh one pair
of primary and hree paivs of secondary notches; and seven points so closely
notehad that they ave classed are serrated, )

Twenty-one points which have no base nofch have one pair of prilnary
and one pair of secondary nntches (four-notched); four have one palr of
primary and two palrg of secondary notches (six-notched), 1n all multiple-
potehed poinks, the gecondary notches may be above, below, or above and
below the primary notches.

Fifty-five of the triangular and (weniy-five of the notched points (8.1 per
cent ol the Lotaly are serrated. Ten points have a highly polished strip
dirwn the contor of one slde.  This polish is the same as lhatl scen on bifs of
agricultural implements and suggests that they mighi have been made from
chips from these implements.

The number of arrowheads i3 heing increascd sach year. The collection
is open for study and it iz hoped that sowe time an archeclogist will make
a more gcientific classification.
